I was very pleased with the experience in the Torun Summer Language Course. There were many things that occurred which could have gone smoother however the experience was still great.  
Let me begin to describe my experience with the loggings. At first when I got to the accommodations I was worried that my roommate and I would not get along, especially when he wouldn’t open the door when I first got there.  The problem was there was one key to the room and lady responsible for giving out the keys said that he had it. After three minutes of knocking I decided to leave my bags at my friend’s room, and go out to lunch with her, and my aunt who drove us to Torun.  When we got back from lunch, my supposed to be roommate still would not open the door so I went downstairs and asked for another room and got one. It turned out that the person I was supposed to be rooming with had the key and did not return it while he went out to the old town. Because I got another room, I lived by myself. This turned out alright; while I had privacy, it got lonely some times. However after a week I gained new friends from the course and spent most of my time in their rooms, and only returned to my room to do the following: change clothes; grab something from my room, or to sleep.
The second thing I would like describe from my experience would be food. The course came with meals that were served twice a day in a building located very close to our rooms. One was at 8AM before classes and once at 2PM after classes. This food differed from day to day; sometimes everyone liked it other days not so much. During the morning it was always possible to get cereal, and we the students got served some fried cheese,  scrambled eggs, or some breakfast sausage. Also we could make sandwiches with meat, cheese, jam, and/or honey on many types of bread. The lunch/dinner meal always started out with soup, and was followed by a meal which usually consisted of potatoes, a salad, and some kind of meat. However since one of the friends I made was a vegetarian, and I know that it was possible to get a vegetarian dish. 

The third thing I would like to address would be the classes.  Monday through Friday there were three courses a day which started at 9AM and ended at 2PM. In the beginning of the course everyone except those who knew no Polish took a placement exam. My scored stated that I should be in level four. For me the level four was a steady pace, but I decided to move up to level five because during the course they kept asking everyone if they knew Polish words, which I already knew. Level five was a good pace for me. I felt that I was equal to everyone I was taking the class with except reading out loud because I was not used to reading Polish. However after two or three days my skill level in reading out loud had improved a lot, and I could fluently read most sentences. In level five there were many classes which included: Communications, Literature, Art of Writing, Working with Text, Lectures about Polish History, Grammar, and Intercultural Workshops.  For me Communications was one of the best classes, I personally liked it because we had fun talking in Polish, and our class practiced scenarios which always involved sarcasm, as we build up our Polish vocabulary. There was also a ten minute presentation that was due at the end of the course, and if you prepared it was easy and fun to do.  Literature was a little bit more serious, in it we discussed pieces of text that we read in class or for homework, and what the author meant when he/she wrote it. The Art of Writing was one of the more difficult classes for me simple because I was taught Polish by speaking and never properly learned to write it, however the class was still fun and we the students learned how to write properly and learned how to format a letter, how to write a critique for a movie.   Working with Text was more fun than I thought it would be, the teachers always found some kind of funny or interesting text for us to read, and after we read the text we did activities such as role playing the scenario in the text, discuss the text out loud, or simply do a worksheet about the text which involved answering true false questions or other simple matters. The information presented in the Polish lectures was interesting however the way it was presented the first day was somewhat boring, and because of this it scared off half the people at the break. The second and third lectures were better because we had pictures and movies to go along with the history that we were presented with.  For me the Grammar class was very educational because we learned how to correctly write out the numbers of dates, and also how to conjugate number tenses among other things. The Intercultural Workshops were very interesting because we got to see various subjects such as punctuality, personal space and many other numerous topics from the viewpoints of other countries. I would lastly like to say that the teachers of my classes were each unique and taught the class in a fun and amazing way. 
The last thing I would like address during this essay would be the class trips that we took. After school on most days we were taken out on a small trip somewhere in Torun, and on Saturdays we were able to take a trip to another place in Poland.  The first one was a trip around Torun, and was nice because we got to know the history around the town we were staying in. Also the night out to the bar was nice because we got to know the others in the course. We also had a culture night were each country introduced its country and presented something interesting about itself.  The outing to where we learned to make gingerbread was nice because we got to make a gingerbread keepsake. The class trip to Malbork was nice because we got to visit Malbork Castle. This trip was nice because we got to see the castle ruins, but it got boring after a while just going room to room and hearing small facts about that room. The Gdansk trip was better because we went around town and got to see more interesting sites, learn not only of the town but also more about Poland and its history as well.

In summery the pros of this trip were experiencing the Polish culture, refining my skill in the Polish language, meeting new friends, the classes, and the trips. While there were no major cons of this trip the things that could have been improved would be another trip instead of Malbork, the food, and the course ending after only three weeks.
